Information for the Help for Hard Times Guide was taken from United Way’s 2-1-1 database.  United Way’s 2-1-1 is an information and referral program that maintains a database of community resources and connects callers with questions to the proper services or organizations to meet their human, social and information needs.  The program is free and confidential and available 24/7.  
Anyone can dial 2-1-1 on their phones or cell phones to receive answers to their community questions.  Last year, the five most popular questions asked in Adams County were about:  electric service payment assistance; rent payment assistance; food pantries; the Aging and Disability Resource Center; and heating fuel payment assistance.  This data is used to help update the Help for Hard Times Guide. 

The Help for Hard Times Guide also has an updated version of the FamilyWize Prescription Drug Discount Card.  This card can be used at participating pharmacies.  Families and individuals who are uninsured or underinsured can use this card to save up to 30% on their prescriptions.  This is not health or prescription insurance.   Families or individuals do not need to apply or wait for a card to come in the mail.  Simply clip the card out from the Help for Hard Times Guide and start using it.
